Johnson & Crabtree was an architectural partnership formed by Henry Arthur
Johnson (c.1902-?) and William Crabtree (1905-1991) in c.1945. Their offices were
located at 20 Priory Place, Doncaster and 8 Robert Adam Street, London.  The
partnership was dissolved in 1952.
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
