
Jellicoe, G.A. & Partners c. 1955 - c. 1959 

G.A. Jellicoe & Partners was an architectural and landscape design partnership
formed by  by Geoffrey Alan Jellicoe (1900-1996), Allan Ballantyne, Francis S.
Coleridge and James Dartford in London, England in c.1955. Dartford
subsequently withdrew from the partnership. The remaining partners then
practised as Jellicoe, Ballantyne & Coleridge from c.1959 to c.1963
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
