W.G. & A.J. Penty [also known as Penty & Penty] was an architectural partnership
formed in York, England by Walter Green Penty (1852-1902) and his son Arthur
Joseph Penty (1875-1937) in 1897. The partnership was dissolved following the
death of W.G. Penty in 1902.
