Charles E. Ware & Son [also known as C. E. Ware & Son] had its origin in a
architectural practice established in Exeter, Devon, England by Charles Edwin
Ware (1837-1911) in 1871.  It became Charles E. Ware & Son when his son, Edgar
Felix Ware (1872-1945), became a partner in the practice in the 1890s or early
1900s.  The current [2022] address of the practice is 20 Richmond Road, Exeter
